How Much Does A Reserve Study Cost?
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We use two primary criteria when we quote you a fee: (1) How much time will we need to spend on site to complete your Condition Survey (2) The amount of follow-up office time needed for computations and analyses. There can be variations on these. A common interest development with stand-alone duplex townhouses on sizeable lots, connected by several circulatory roads clearly takes more site time than two garden style buildings containing the same number of units. But if the garden style buildings had issues with membrane covered roofs might need infrared inspections. We would need to tell you that in the quote. As general guidance though, the fee for a full reserve study with on-site condition survey would range from $2,500 to $5,000 depending on the factors mentioned above. For an update to a reserve study we had done, the fee would range $700 – 900. If the existing study were done by another firm, we would need to see the report of that study before quoting.
